English has many exceptions to it's own rules on how to pronounce words, and this
can make learning English very difficult, even for native speakers. In today’s lesson
we will review “Heterographs” which is just one type of exceptional case that
makes learning English difficult. A Heterograph is a word that has a different
meaning and different spelling from another word but has the exact same
pronunciation. An example is of a Heterograph is “Air (Z5)” and “Heir (4%i&A\)”.
Both of these words have very different meanings and are spelt very different from
one another; however, both of these words are produced the exact same way.
